Secretary welcomed all the Members present for the meeting.

With the permission of the chair, the meeting commenced to take up the following agenda

items which were discussed and deliberated:

Hon. Member (Eco) suggested alterations in draft resolution of Agenda Item No. 7
that entire 1SO should be adopted instead of specific IS. Accordingly, changes were

made and minutes of 6,/20 Authority Meeting were confirmed.

ITEM NO. 2

Sub: Action Taken Repo

Summary of Action Taken report (ATR) on the compliance report between 1/20 and
5/20 Authority Meeting was tabled before the Authority.

Hon. Member (Law) suggested that a review committee for all the adjudicatory as
well regulatory orders or resolutions passed by the Authority till date, be
constituted under his guidance and which will be headed by Secretary. He further
stated that periodic review of such orders will be helpful for any pending \%nm time
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Hon. Member (Law) stated the necessity to review all the MWRRA's regulations, as

many provisions are now redundant by passage of time and are contradictory to
each other. He stated that a review committee is required to be constituted to
review and propose amendments to the MWRRA regulations. Accordingly, the
Authority decided to form a committee under the Chairmanship of Hon. Member
(Law). The report submitted by the committee should be placed before the
Authority for approval and after approval the said regulations should be submitted
to State Govt in accordance with the provisions of Section 31(1) of the MWRRA Act,
2005.

The 7/19 Authority Meeting was held on 8t July, 2019 and minutes were circulated

on 17 July, 2019 which were corrected by Hon. Members but said minutes were
confirmed in 8,19 Authority Meeting held on next date i.e. 18% July, 2019 at 12.30
P.M. Without considering the remarks and comments of the Members, Hon. Member
(Law) stated that the entire decision on agenda item no. 4 and confirmation of 7/19
meeting minutes was illegal. Hon. Member (Law) suggested that the implementation

of Authority Resolution No. ¥eIFm/SEV/IAFIYHF. /09%/(99), fe.
J8/0¢/209% be scraped. Secretary explained the chronology and read out the

provisions of Section 31(2) and stated that apparently it appears that government
decision dated 17% April, 2015 was adopted with modification instead of adopting it
without modification, as Section 31(2) of the MWRRA Act, 2005 states that "pending
making of the regulations by the Authority with the approval of the State
Government, the rules and procedures followed by the Water Resources
Department shall, mutatis mutandis, be followed by the Authority for carrying out
its functions.”

Secretary also read out the letter no. ¥mee v . FSW-2017 / 630 / (7.35.146/17) I/
(wreem) dated 20¢ April, 2018 (annexed as Annexure no.3)wherein Chairman,

MWRRA has been declared as HOD.

Hon. Member (Law) was of the opinion that the statutory powers of the Authority as
given under the Act cannot be delegated and can be exercised by the Authority only.
The expenditure incurred on the basis of said Authority Resolution No. 744 dated
27/08/2019 should be scrutinised thoroughly by Accounts Officer & Ld. Secretary
and be re-submitted to the Authority for approval.

Hon. Member (Eco) suggested that in such situation GR no. fder9-3093 /9530

/093 /fafrm JHM-2 dated 17% April, 2015 should be adopted as it is in

accordance with Section 31(2) of the MWRRA Act, 2005. To this Hon. Member (Law)
suggested that the said GR to be adopted to the extent relevant to the b:mﬁvn&« and

the delegation of financial powers be declared as illegal & unlawful, for ﬂm reasons
